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Boundary Description

The Southside District is located in the city of Forest Grove on the western édgslahgton County,

Oregon. The Southside National Register District is located in the southeompdrtiowntown Forest Grove.
The district is roughly bounded on the north by} Zenue. The eastern boundary is Cedar and Elm Streets.
The boundary on the south is"™L&venue. The western boundary is Ash Street. The district includes
approximately 15 partial blocks which are laid out in a grid system with nametsswaning north and south,
and numbered avenues running east and west. The area includes portions of the South Rarlpladdit
(1891) and the Knob Hill Addition (1909). The district is irregularly shaped, primarilydimg resources
fronting 13" Avenue between Ash and EIm Streets and resources fronting Birch Streerbe#vead 15’
Avenue.

Boundary Justification

The district boundary is justified, as it includes the highest concentration of baifdimg the identified period
of significance.
